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Christmas Fancy Fold Card 

 
This card has been created using a template shared by a Stampin’ Up! Demonstrator – Julie Burt - on a 

Demonstrator only Facebook Page.  Julie does not have a blog or website so if you share this please remember 

to give Julie credit for the Fancy Fold.  This is the template that she shared, it is not to scale, so check the fine 

print for the dimensions. 
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To create card -  

1. Cut Night of Navy card 15cm x 25cm. 

2. Score and cut the 15cm x 25cm piece of cardstock according to Julie’s instructions. 

3. Fold along all score lines and use your bone folder to make good creases, remember some are 

mountain folds and some are valley folds – see template if you are not sure which way to fold. 

4. Die cut four small stars from Silver Foil card. 

5. Die cut the large detailed star from Silver Foil card. 

6. Die cut the smaller detailed star from Silver Foil card. 

7. Take two of the 1-7/8” x 1-7/8” pieces of Whisper White card and stamp them using the smaller star 

with the dots around it using Night of Navy ink. 

8. Take two of the 1-7/8” x 1-7/8” pieces of Whisper White card and cut out the star from the centre of 

the pieces. 

9. Take one of the 1-7/8” x 1-7/8” pieces of Whisper White card and stamp “the light of heaven” and one 

star using Night of Navy ink. 

10. Take one of the 1-7/8” x 1 -7/8” pieces of Whisper White card and stamp “shine” and three stars using 

Night of Navy ink. 

11. Take the last piece of 1-7/8” x 1-7/8” piece of Whisper White card and stamp the large star with dashes 

around it using Night of Navy ink. 

12. Take one of the 9.5cm x 9.5cm pieces of Whisper White card and cut the large star from the centre. 

13. Attach this piece to the top right hand corner of the card. 

14. Take the Night of Navy card 20cm x 10cm, scored along the 20cm length at 10cm and fold and score 

the crease line. 

15. Take one of the 9.5cm x 9.5cm pieces of Whisper White card and stamp the long starry image onto the 

top right hand corner using Night of Navy ink.  Stamp “May your season be peaceful your New Year be 

Bright” onto the lower left hand corner of the card. 

16. Attach the stamped Whisper White card to the front of the 20cm x 10cm piece of Night of Navy card. 

17. Take the last piece of 9.5cm x 9.5cm piece of Whisper White card and stamp the three starts onto the 

top left hand corner using Night of Navy ink. 

18. Attach the stamped or die cut pieces of 1-7/8” x 1-7/8” pieces of Whisper White card to the 25cm x 

15cm piece of Night of Navy card using the photo as a guide. 

19. Using Tombow or Fine Tip Glue attach the scored card to the 25cm x 15cm piece of Night of Navy card, 

making sure to align it with the edges of the card and fold lines. 

20. Lastly take the Silver Foil card die cut stars and add them to the card using Tombow or Fine Tip Glue.
